Economic Integration Reconsidered

Economic integration is being reconsidered all over the world. Europeans have been 
questioning the merits of their currency union, their common market and even their free-

trade agreement with Canada. The United States withdrew from the 12-country Trans-Pacific Partnership and has 
threatened to withdraw from the North American Free Trade Agreement. The World Trade Organization has 
been paralyzed for years in its quest to finalize the Doha Round. Why is the general public increasingly skeptical 
about economic integration? What are the implications for Canada and its agri-food industry?

Stated preference methods are widely used by 
marketers, resource and applied economists to 
estimate the willingness-to-pay (WTP) for 
environmental goods or private goods such as new 
or improved goods or food novelties. The simplest 
form is open-ended questions about the 
respondent’s WTP for a good or closed-ended, 
multiple-choice questions or more elaborate 
contingent valuation surveys. 
 
The validity of stated preference methods, more 
specifically their hypothetical nature, has generated 
a large literature on hypothetical bias and different 
tools have attempted to correct the hypothetical 
bias using ex post and ex ante calibration methods, 
with limited success. This workshop will introduce, 
using the literature and short experiments, the 
context and distinction of hypothetical bias for 
public and private goods, as well as discuss options 
to improve stated preference methods using validity 
tests to identify and hopefully mitigate hypothetical 
bias in the case of private and public goods.
